B. Audit Findings 

Finding No.  09000200601:  The Department of Health did not comply with approval 
requirements set forth in the Cooperative Agreement on Public Health Preparedness and 
Response for Bioterrorism.  The agreement states:  "Awardees must identify their proposed 
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allocation of funding by Focus Area in their submissions for budget period five.  However, 
monies may be re-directed between/among focus area during the year under certain 
conditions…" 

Legislative Audit recommends the Department obtain approval from CDC for the re-direction of 
funds between Focus Areas in accordance with the federal cooperative agreement. 

Department Action Plan:  In reviewing the expenditures by Focus Group it was determined that 
expenditures had been coded incorrectly.  Once the review and corrections were completed the 
expenditures were in compliance with the federal agreement.  Therefore, no corrective action is 
needed. 

Finding No.  09000200602:  Federal funds were disbursed to a subrecipient in excess of the 
subrecipient's immediate needs.  Title 45 of the Code of Federal Regulations, part 92.21 states, 
"Methods and procedures for payment shall minimize the time elapsing between the transfer of 
funds and disbursement by the grantee or subgrantee…."   

The Department of Health entered into an agreement with the South Dakota Board of Nursing 
under which the Board of Nursing would administer the Health Professional Recruitment 
Incentive Program (HPRIP).  Under the HPRIP, the Board of Nursing enters into agreements 
with health professionals and health care facilities in which the health professional receives an 
incentive payment for completion of two years of service at the facility.  The state's share of 
incentive payments were paid from the Rural Hospital Flexibility Program grant. 

The DOH made payments to the Board of Nursing based upon HPRIP incentives obligated under 
agreements rather than HPRIP payments made.  As a result, the Board of Nursing accumulated a 
cash balance of $286,250.00 related to this program at June 30, 2006. 

RECOMMENDATION:  Legislative Audit recommends that the DOH make payments to 
subrecipients only for their immediate needs. 

Auditee's Corrective Action Plan:  The DOH will comply with the recommendation of 
Legislative Audit. 

Finding No.  09000200601:  Board of Medical and Osteopathic Examiners – The 
Administrative Rules of South Dakota (ARSD), which contain physician renewal fees to be 
paid to the Board, did not agree with the renewal fees being charged by the Board.  The 
Board has elected to include certain renewal fees in the ARSD.  The Board must update the 
applicable ARSD on a regular basis to reflect the Board's actual fees in effect for license 
renewals.   

RECOMMENDATION:  Legislative Audit recommends that the ARSD be maintained and 
updated in accordance with any changes in fees decided upon by the Board. 

Auditee's Corrective Action Plan:  Rule changes were made in October, 2007.

1.  Provide a comprehensive summary of the Human Papillomavirus (HPV) vaccinations. 
 
ANSWER RECEIVED FROM DEPARTMENT:   
 
In his 2007 State of the State speech, Governor Rounds announced that the State of 
South Dakota would provide free HPV shots on a voluntary basis to all young women in 
the state between the ages of 12 and 18 to help protect them against the virus that 
causes cervical cancer.  The estimated population for this group is 44,000.  
The Department of Health purchased and supplied the HPV vaccine to doctors and 
clinics the same way the department does with other childhood vaccines.  The DOH 
cost to purchase the vaccine is $96 per dose, $288 for the full three-dose series.   
  
During 2007, DOH purchased and distributed 49,000 doses of the HPV vaccine at a 
value of $4.9 million ($1.7 million general funds and $3.2 million federal funds).  We will 
have updated data regarding the number of doses administered in calendar year
